He laid out
roughly a quarter wavelength of RG-8 coax on the
ground, and fed the coax shield as a radiator from the
center pin of his radio’s output connector. With only %
watt of power, we were all surprised that Bill W1ATA
received him over a mile away at Volvo and Greenbrier
Parkways.

In the future, we are going to have to
experiment with this a little more, to figure out how this
works and how far it can reach.

Hurricane!

That word alone can create fear and panic in
many coastal towns. Chesapeake is no
exception. As we are entering the 2008
hurricane season it is time to prepare for the
possible landfall of a hurricane. The Chesapeake
Amateur Radio Service is here to assist the City
should the need arise.

CARS has been invigorating its emergency
communications ability in preparation for this
eventuality. An unannounced simulated emergency
communications event was conducted Saturday, 18
May with encouraging results. A call was made on the
.82 repeated announcing the need for responders to
deploy to the various shelters in the City. There were
enough members simply monitoring the repeater to
form an effective initial core of communicators.
Several were immediately deployed to nearby shelters
and others were called into the simulated EOC (QRM
room). There they initiated a call tree operation, and
in less than20 minutes we had a response of nearly
75% of the public service members! WOW!

The drill continued, opening several more shelters with
the assigned communicators, providing reports on the
number of evacuees, volunteers, and needs of the
shelters. Our EOC compiled this information and
initiated a call to the Richmond EOC (again simulated)
on HF. Bill, W1ATA, was acting as the state EOC and
received the reports. As an added bonus, ‘MacGyver’,
KG4WOQJ, simulated an emergency situation when he
did not have the proper antenna for the EOC’s HF
frequency. In true amateur fashion he created an
antenna on-the-spot utilizing material at hand and
made successful communication with the state EOC
as well as the City EOC, utilizing only 5 watts.
Remarkable (consider it remarked!).

| want to thank all who, directly or indirectly,
participated in the drill. You made it look easy. Of
course, now you can look forward to more training and
drills designed to improve our ability to respond
professionally to a call from the City for our services!

New Amateur Radio Satellite Receives OSCAR Designation

Earlier this week, Bill Tynan, W3XO, announced that Amateur Radio satellite Delfi C-3 has been issued an OSCAR
number: Delfi-C3 OSCAR-64 or Dutch OSCAR-64. The shortened version of either of these two designations is DO-
64.

Delfi C-3 was successfully launched April, 28, 2008 from India aboard a Polar launch vehicle and was successfully
commissioned, currently transmitting telemetry on the 2 meter amateur band. In addition to its 2 meter downlink, Delfi
C-3 has an uplink on the 70 cm band. This newest amateur satellite was developed by a team of some 60 students
and facility members from various polytechnic schools in The Netherlands. Delfi C-3 carries two experiments: one
involving thin film solar cells developed by Dutch Space, and an autonomous wireless Sun sensor from the Dutch
Government Research Institute (TNO).

According to Delfi C-3 Project Manager Wolter Jan Ubbels, Delfi C-3 has been duly coordinated through Region 1
IARU representative Graham Shirville, G3VZV, and that the satellite "meets all of the criteria necessary to be issued
an OSCAR number."

"AMSAT-NA is pleased to welcome DO-64 into the family of Amateur Radio satellites,” Tynan said. "We are hopeful
that it will fulfill its intended mission of furthering education and increasing interest in the Amateur Radio space
program. We congratulate all of those responsible for designing, building, testing and launching this new Amateur
Radio satellite and look forward to its long and productive life."

Chinese Olympic Special Event Stations Getting Ready to Go On-the-Air (May 15, 2008) --
Special Event stations for the 2008 Beijing Olympic Games will begin operating on Sunday, May 18

41?, through September 17. Five special calls, representing the five rings of the Olympic flag, will be on

the air: BT10B, BT10J, BT10H, BT10Y and BT1ON. The last letter of the call sign corresponds to
the color of each of the rings of the Olympic flag -- Beibei (Blue), Jingjing (Black), Huanhuan (Red),
Yingying (Yellow) and Nini (Green). Zheng Feng, BA4EG, will be the QSL manager for all stations.
Brjing 2008 QSLs can be sent either direct or via the bureau and will begin to be answered in October. A Web
OQ? site supporting the Special Event stations will include an on line log search, QSL card received and
sent status, as well as other information; award criteria will soon be posted on the site. -- Thanks to
